1. High School Sports Involvement (minimum 2 years)

taking, etc.).

2. TSP Sports Participation (minimum 3 years)
Describe participation as a TSP athlete.

3. Service to TSP (Required)

Applicants must have volunteered or worked for TSP in some capacity over the years.
Examples include (but are not limited to): referee, umpire, scorekeeper, stat taker, concessions,
coaching support, or other volunteer roles.

e Include year(s) of service

4. Academic Achievement (minimum 2.5 GPA)

e Include current GPA



e Attach transcripts
e Include class rank if available

5. Extra-Curricular Activities & Leadership
Describe additional school or community involvement, leadership roles, awards, or recognitions.

6. Citizenship & Work Experience

List volunteer work, part-time jobs, or experiences demonstrating responsibility, teamwork, and
community involvement.
